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The new construction of the
production and administration
building for Lex-Com is a good
example of how functional ofyce
solutions do not conpict with
aesthetically satisfying architec-
ture. The building in Munichis
west end is situated immediately
next to an attractive green area,
while the upper poors offer a
fascinating view of the cityis
silhouette, extending in good
weather even as far as the Alps.
A spacious, airy quality both for
the working areas and for the
surrounding interchange and
communication areas is particu-

larly important for the creative

nature of the work that is mainly
carried on here.

This was the basis for the fun-
damental design idea of joining
the working areas primarily via a
central hall.

Flooded by daylight, it was to
have the effect of a large, bright,
open space. Fully glazed roof
segments, frontages and parti-
tion walls generate a captivat-
ing transparency, creating this
unusual ambience.

That was one of the most signiy-
cant reasons why the architect
and owner decided in favour of
the STR HLE Partition System

2100.
